Program

The program is based entirely on the contributions of the participants themselves. 

Thus, we ask you to prepare with short points your answer on the four questions mentioned below – and to prepare yourself to share your knowledge and analysis with the other participants. 

Your contribution is to be presented as a poster. A poster is a graphically based approach to a presentation (commonly used for presenting research) as a means for generating active discussion. 

Questions – your own preparation

The questions to discus – and for you to prepare:

Please prepare yourself to answer questions from the other participations as to which extent your national legal system for independent schools provides possibilities for the specific school to formulate own values, own curriculum i.e. 

The 4 questions:

1. What is your definition of quality? (As well for the independent sector as for the single school)

2. Which relation do you see between quality in a school and school-values?

3. Can you give one example of good practice (that illustrates) how good quality of school affect students / pupils daily life as added values for students/pupils.

4. How do the national associations support their member-schools in developing quality? 

Poster general aim and format

The answers to the questions should fill the poster template attached (ppt to be easy to use) and sent to Sofia Reis sr@aeep.pt prior to the 2nd of November. Please keep the text brief.

Please present numerical data in the form of graphs, rather then tables (graphs make trends in the data much more evident). If data must be presented in table-form, please keep it as simple as possible.

If you don’t succeed in preparing a poster we encourage to send the answers on the four questions as a word document. 
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
